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GENERAL OBSERVATIONS

A dash in one of the columns indicates either that the information is not available, or that the service
to which the heading refers does not exist or has been suspended.

As regards Chapter V. Apparatus,-the sign X placed‘ opposite the type of apparatus ilsed indicates
that this type is used by the office concerned; the sign O indicates that the type of apparatus is not used.

This booklel also contains stalistics on Kenya, Tanganyika and Uganda for the year 1946.

The *“ explanatory notes” in the statistical table sent to offices for completion are
given belosw. They shosy how certain headings are to be interpreted.

Explanatory notes :

@ The length of a circuit refers to the route followed by the wires composing it, i.e. to the distance
between a transmitter and a receiver, measured over the actual path of the circuit.

@ Where a submarine cable belongs to two Administrations or companies, each Administration
or company shall indicate, in the statistics it supplies, only the length of the section belonging
to it. '

@The “ European system ” includes all European countries, as well as Algeria and regions
outside Europe which have been declared by their respective Administrations as belonging
to this system (number 162 of the International Telegraph Regulations, Cairo Revision, 1938).
